Job Summary:  This position requires the expertise of a vegetation ecologist and a wetland scientist. A 

vegetation ecologist with a strong interest and willingness to learn wetland science would be considered. 

As a vegetation ecologist, the applicant will need skills in Alaska plant taxonomy, aerial photo-

interpretation, digital vegetation mapping, and database management. As a wetland scientist, skills in field 

wetland determination procedures in Alaska, familiarity with hydric soil characteristics, and the mapping of 

wetlands are required. The position primarily will involve working as part of field crews collecting data for 

various mapping efforts across Alaska. The work will be focused on wildlife habitat mapping and wetlands 

mapping for a diversity of clients. 

 

Job Responsibilities: 
• Collect botanical field data, including plant species identification and measuring abundance.  

• Collect environmental field data on soils and hydrology characteristics for wetland delineations. 

• Aerial photo-interpretation and digital mapping of vegetation, landforms, and wetlands. 

• Manage logistics for field work in both road-accessible and remote locations.  

• Database management, data analysis, and QA/QC of data products. 

• Assist in report writing and documentation. 

 

Qualifications:  Expertise in Alaska plant identification and taxonomy are required. Applicant must be 

able to conduct field work in remote settings, sometimes in inclement weather and for extended periods, 

and must be comfortable traveling in helicopters and small fixed-wing aircraft. Skills in aerial photo 

interpretation, experience in digital mapping, and knowledge of mapping software (ArcView, ArcMap, 

ERDAS) is preferred. Experience in relational database management, particularly in Microsoft Access, is 

desirable. Familiarity with soil classification and geomorphology for evaluating plant-soil relationships is 

useful. Advanced scientific degree with emphasis on plant ecology, vegetation ecology, wetland science, 

botany, or landscape ecology is preferred.
